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NOTICE TO PARTIES

CONTINUANCES
In an effort to be cost efficient, our goal is to set cases for hearings in groups.  We will give sufficient notice of hearing (at least 30 days).  However, when possible we will give 60 days’ notice.

In the interest of fairness to the parties and consideration of aviation safety, as well as the necessity to conserve Board funds, continuances will not be granted, except for good cause shown.  Good cause is not the scheduling of another commitment after you receive the notice of hearing.  The fact that opposing counsel has no objection to a continuance request will not, in the absence of good cause, provide a basis for a continuance.  If a continuance is unavoidable, it is imperative that the request be filed as soon as you receive the notice of hearing.  This will allow us to substitute another case in that slot on the Judge's calendar.  In the event that a continuance is necessary, consult with the opposing counsel and give us proposed trial dates. SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
Please note that continuances in emergency proceedings are not granted.

SETTLEMENTS
If a case lends itself to settlement, then the settlement should take place in sufficient time to allow us to cancel space and court reporters so we are not charged a fee for services.  We would like at least 5 days notice, but must have at least 2 days notice of settlement when possible.  Due to a delay in our mail service, please fax or email notices of settlements.

TRANSCRIPTS
Each party will receive a copy of the transcript of hearing from the National Transportation Safety Board within 15 to 25 days from the conclusion of the hearing.  The transcripts will be free.  Therefore, do not arrange with the court reporter present at the hearing for a copy of the transcript, unless you are prepared to pay the cost charged, or unless you need an extra copy of the transcript.

In an emergency proceeding, transcripts will be mailed to the parties within 10 days of the conclusion of the hearing.  You are not guaranteed a copy of the transcript in time to prepare your brief in an emergency case.  Please do not contact the court reporter. 

Transcripts are usually mailed by regular mail, unless the proceeding is an emergency proceeding or there is a special situation that would require overnight express mail.

If either party has any questions regarding the transcript of hearing, those questions should be directed to the Office of Administrative Law Judges, Washington, D.C., between 10:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. at (202) 314-6157
