On appeal, respondent chall enges our conclusion that his
| ack of fuel was "a situation of his own making." Adm nistrator
v. Teinoori, NTSB Order EA-4067 (1994) at 2. Respondent believes
hi s actions shoul d be excused because he was a student pil ot
flying an unfamliar aircraft and | ost his way due to heavy cl oud
cover. The Administrator has replied in opposition to the
petition for reconsideration.?

The Adnministrator's reply was filed approximately 1 nonth
after the petition was received because petitioner did not serve
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Respondent offers no issue that warrants reconsi deration,
and the majority of the issues he raises were addressed in our
prior decision. Respondent's petition reflects an
underestimation of the preflight and inflight safety
responsibilities that flying inposes on pilots.?
