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History of Flight

 |Last radio contact
— Less than 1 minute later
— Terminated midsentence
— “shut off all radios, elecfltrical]”

« Consistent with checklist guidance

 Last radar return about 3 miles from
Sanford descending through 1,200 feet

« Airplane observed at low altitude, high
speed, steep bank
