History of Flight

» Planned flight: Oroville
to Bozeman

 Pilot diverted to Butte
1 hour 52 minutes into
flight

* Pilot did not specify
reason

« Accident occurred
30 minutes after divert
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In v estigation

» Pilot properly certified
 No known medical issues
 Airplane properly certified

« No preimpact structural, engine, or
system failures

« \Weather not a factor
« Additional passengers not a factor

 Lateral fuel imbalance
